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Follow the instructions in your owner’s manual to remove the trigger mechanism from your rifle. 
 

Attention:  Before you begin, be certain the firearm is clear and safe. 
 

After you have reassembled your Marlin 900 Series make sure you do a function 
check.  Cycle the action and load a snap cap or spent shell casing into the chamber.  
With the rifle safety on “safe” and the barrel pointed in a safe direction, verify that 
the rifle will not fire when you attempt to pull the trigger.  Place the safety now on 
“fire” and now verify the hammer falls.
